This chapter describes ICQ as well as newer, more widely used instant messaging
programslike Windows Messenger, AOL Instant Messenger, and Yahoo Messenger.

 |WhatIs Instant Messaging?
Instant messaging programs have a unique combination of useful chat features. With
an instant messaging program, you can

M Keep track of which of your contacts is currently available to chat. Most programs
enable youto keepa list of contacts, in the form of a “buddy”orfriendlist,
whichis used to notify you when yourcontacts log on,

B Chat privately with a single person. Unlike other formsofchat, instant messaging
is private and one-on-one. Some IM programsnowallow additional people to
join a conversation, but the original idea of IM is one-on-one.

M Send an immediate messagethatis likely to get quick attention. When you send an
instant message, you generally cause a chime to sound and a new windowto
open on the recipient's computerscreen. Instant messages are hard to ignore.

M Converse back andforth in a way that's similartoface-to-face communication. Instant
messaging is extremely interactive and is the most conversation-like of any
text-based Internet chat capability. Some instant messaging programs even
allow users to hand documents andpictures to each other and play online
gamestogether.

The most popular instant messaging programsinclude ICQ, AOLInstant
Messenger (AIM), Windows(MSN) Messenger, and Yahoo Messenger. As of 2002, AIM
is the market leader, but we expect WindowsMessengerto gain users as Windows XP
is more widely installed.

Unfortunately, these programs don’t work together:if you're using ICQ, you can
keep tabs only on yourotherfriends whoare using ICQ.If yout friend uses AOL
Instant Messengeronly, then you can’t communicate unless you use AOLInstant
Messenger, too. However, eachof these programs can be downloadedat no charge,
sO manyinstant messaging enthusiasts use more than one, sometimes simultaneously.
(See the sidebar on JabberandTrillian later in this chapter for programsthat can connect
with multiple IM services.)
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With over 100 million enrolled users, ICQ (pronounced “I Seek You”) is a leader in
direct messaging systems. ICQ (from ICQ Inc., formerly Mirabilis, now owned by
AOL/Time Warner) wasthefirst publicly available system to offer contactlists and
instant messages. There are ICQ usersall over the world,especially outside of the
United States and Canada, makingit an excellent instant messaging tool for those
who want to communicate internationally.It’s available in a numberof languages,
including Chinese and Arabic. ICQ enablesyouto talk with one other friend orjoin
IRC-style group chats ona variety of subjects. The ICQ website (www.icq.com)lists
available topics.

ICQ is always being enhancedby ICQ,Inc., and on each operating system its use
is slightly different. The instructions provided in this bookarefor use of ICQ version
2001b with WindowsXP,butusersof other versions and operating systems should
havenodifficulty adapting these directionsfor use with their configurations.

 

Installing and Getting Started with ICQ|

You can use ICQ Lite at lite.icq.com withoutinstalling the ICQ software, but most
people preferto install and usethefull-featured program. ICQ Lite plugs into your
browser, rather than running as a separate program.

To downloadandinstall ICQ, go to its web site at www.icq.com, find the Download
button amid the amazingclutter on the page, and follow the instructions. The ICQ
program is available forall recent versions of Windows, Macintosh, several types of
hand-held computers or personaldataassistants (PDAs), andJava.(Referto Chapter 34
for information about how to download software from the Web.)

Downloadtheinstallation file and keep your computer connectedto the Internet
while you runtheinstallation program.After theinstallationis complete, the ICQ
registration program automaticallystarts. It asks you foralot of personal information,
and although only a passwordis absolutely necessary, personal information will help
yourfriends and others who share yourinterests find you. You can add to or change
your personalinformation after registering.

After the registration processis complete, the ICQ program starts. Type your
passwordandclick OKto log onto ICQ.

 
lf The ICQ program is designed to run whenever your computeris running. This enables

the program to alert you whenoneofyourfriends comesonline or when someone wants
to contact you. Keep ICQ loadedifyou want yourfriends to be able to contact you.

 

ICQ is represented bya flowericon that appearsin the notification area (system
tray) of the Windowstaskbar. The floweris green when youare connected to ICQ and
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red when you are not connected. Double-click the tray icon to open the ICQ window,
shownin Figure 14-1. When you are not using the ICQ window, minimize it. When
minimized, ICQ appears only as a flower on the taskbar.

ICQ knows when youare connected to the Internet and using ICQ, and you can
configure it to automatically indicate to your contacts that you’re “Away”if you don’t
use your computer for a while. Additionally, ICQ has dozensof configuration options
you can exploreby clicking the Main button on the ICQ window.

Finding People on ICQ
Before you can use ICQ, you need someoneto talk to. No problem!Click the Add/
Invite Users button in the ICQ windowto search the ICQ databasefor friends and

acquaintances. Each ICQ useris issued a long numbersuch as 20230642. This [CQ
identification numberis similar to a telephone number: if you wantto contact another
ICQ user, you need the person’s number. ICQ users often include their [CQ numbers
in e-mail messages or on their web pages, and the ICQ website includes an online
database that you can use to look up friends and associates who have agreed to be

You cansearch for a friend’s ICQ numberif you don’t knowit. The mostreliable
wayto find people is by e-mail address, although youcan also search by name. Type
some identifying information into the Find/Add Users To YourList window (as in
Figure 14-2) andclick Search.If ICQ finds a person who matches what you typed,it
displays the person’s ICQ numberandotheridentifying information from the ICQ
database. Highlight your friend’s entry and click Add Userto add the person to your
contactlist. Wheneverthis person starts ICQ while youare online, the person’s nickname
appearsin the Online portion of your ICQ window.

Somepeople have configured ICQto ask for their approval before you can add
them to yourcontactlist. When you try to add those people to your contactlist, ICQ
asks you to type a messageto the person explaining whyyou'd like to be able to talk
to them.(If it’s a friend, you can type somethinglike, “Hey,it’s me!”) Once the person
approves, you receive a system message from ICQ:click the blinking ICQ taskbar
button to read the message.

Although there are AOL Instant Messengerusers in many countries, the majority of
users are located in the English-speaking world and particularly the United States.
With over 100 million registered users, AIM hasonedistinct advantage overall other
instant messagingtools: it connects to AOL’s own messaging system, so that all AOL
subscribers are partof its user base. In fact, AOL subscribers don’t even haveto sign up
for or install AIM becauseit is part of their AOL software.

AOLcontinues to enhance AIM,andits useis slightly different depending on
the configuration you use and whether you're an AOLsubscriber. Theinstructions
provided in this bookare for use of stand-alone AIM version 4.8 and WindowsXP,
but users of other versions and operating systems shouldhave nodifficulty adapting
these directions for use with their configurations.

You mayalready have AIM becauseit’s included at no cost with manyotherInternet
programs, including Netscape. Search your computerfora file called aim.exe to determine
if it’s alreadyinstalled.

After downloading and installing the software from the AIM homepage, the AOL

finding a screen name you're happy with becausethe millions of existing AOL and
AIM users havealready chosen manyofthe best ones.

Instead, Windows Messengeris intended for communicating with
people youalready know. To send a Windows Messengerinstant message to someone,
you mustfirst add the personto yourlist of contacts, which generally means you must
knowthe person’s e-mail address. If you have that information, click Add A Contact
in the Windows Messenger window (Figure 14-8) and indicate whether you want to
add a contact by e-mail address or search for a contact in the Hotmaildirectory.

However,
businesses may not wanttotrusttheir internal corporate communicationsto a
public IM service. Several private, secure IM services have sprunguptofill this
need,including Bantu (www.bantu.com), iPlanet (from Sun Microsystems,at
www.iplanet.com), Imici (www.imici.com), WiredRed (www.wiredred.com),
and Jabber (www.jabber.com). These IM programs includeotherfeaturesfor
business users, such as logging of conversations.

Once a Conversation windowis open, youcan invite multiple contacts to join
the discussion.Just click Invite Someone To This Conversation,click the nameof the
person you wantto add, and click OK. All Windows Messenger Conversations are
private, and no one can view orjoin a Conversation without being invited by one of
the invited participants. Windows Messenger Conversations can also includethe use
oflive voice and video images, as discussed in Chapter 16.

Windows Messengerhas dozens of configuration options you can explore byclicking
the File, Actions, and Tools menus of the Windows Messenger window.
