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Remarks

Reconsideration of this Application is respectfully requested.

Upon entry of the foregoing amendment, claims 1-3, 6-11, 14-18, 21-25, and 28-
38 are pending in the application, with claims 1, 8, 17, and 24 being the independent
claims. Claims 1-3, 6-11, 14-18, 21, 22-25, and 28-30 are sought to be amended. Claims
4, 5,12, 13, 19, 20, 26, and 27 are sought to be canceled without prejudice to or
disclaimer of the subject matter therein. Applicant reserves the right to prosecute similar
or broader claims, with respect to the cancelled and/or amended claims, in the future.
New claims 31-38 are sought to be added. These changes are believed to introduce no
new matter, and their entry is respectfully requested.

Based on the above amendment and the following remarks, Applicant
respectfully requests that the Examiner reconsider all outstanding objections and
rejections and that they be withdrawn. Throughout the Remarks, Applicant reminds the
Examiner that the claims are given their broadest reasonable meaning in view of the
specification, and any paraphrasing of the claim features is not to be interpreted as

reading any features into, or characterizing of, the claims.

Prioritized Examination

The request for prioritized examination for this Application was granted on
January 27, 2014. Applicant has canceled, without prejudice to or disclaimer of the
subject matter therein, claims 4, 5, 12, 13, 19, 20, 26, and 27 and added claims 31-38 in
this Amendment and Reply. Accordingly, this Application continues to contain four

independent claims and thirty total claims. And Applicant is timely filing this
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Amendment and Reply without a petition for extension of time. Accordingly, this

Application remains eligible for prioritized examination.

Rejections under 35 US.C. § 112

Claims 1-16, 20, 21, 27. and 28 stand rejected under 35 U.S.C. § 112, first
paragraph, for allegedly failing to comply with the written description requirement.
Without acquiescing to the merits of this allegation, Applicant has cancelled dependent
claims 4, 5, 12, 13, 20, and 27 without prejudice or disclaimer, thereby rendering moot
the objections of the same. Applicant contends that the canceling of this claim does not
give rise to any implication regarding whether Applicant agrees with or acquiesces to
this objection. In regard to independent claims 1 and § and dependent claims 21 and 28,
Applicant respectfully traverses the objection and provides the following arguments to
support patentability.

Without acquiescing to the merits of this allegation and for the purpose of
advancing prosecution of this Application, Applicant has amended independent claim 1
to recite at least the features of “selecting one or more compression algorithms... based
upon the determined parameter or atiribute and a throughput of a communication
channel” to accommodate the Examiner’s rejection. Applicant has amended claims 8, 21,
and 28, without acquiescing to the merits of this allegation and for the purpose of
advancing proseccution of this Application, in a substantially similar manner as
independent claim 1 using analogous language to similarly accommodate the Examiner’s
rejection.

In regard to at least the features of “selecting owe or more compression

algorithms... based upon the determined parameter or atiribute and a throughput of a
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communication channel” as recited by independent claim 1 and as analogously recited by
claims &8, 21, and 28, Applicant believes the words, structures, figures, diagrams, and
formulas as filed in the Specification on December 19, 2013 fully set forth these
aforementioned features as recited by claims 1, 8, 21, and 28. As a non-limiting example,
Applicant respectfully directs the Examiner to § [0002] of the Specification that
provides, with emphasis added:
[0002] The present invention relates generally to data compression
and decompression and, in particular, to a system and method for
compressing and _decompressing data based on_an _actual or
expected throughput (bandwidth) of a system that employs dala
compression. Additionally the present invention relates to the
subsequent storage, retrieval, and management of information in

data storage devices utilizing either compression and/or
accelerated data storage and retrieval bandwidth.

As another non-limiting example, Applicant respectfully directs the Examiner to
9 [0056] of the Specification that provides, with emphasis added:

[0056] In a preferred embodiment, the present invention is
implemented for providing accelerated data storage and retrieval.
In one embodiment, a_ controller tracks and monitors the
throughput (data storage and retrieval) of a data compression
svstem and generates control signals to enable/disable different
compression_algorithms when, e g.. a bottleneck occurs so _as to
increase the throughput and eliminate the bottleneck.

As a further non-limiting example, Applicant respectfully dirécts the Examiner to
9 [0060] of the Specification that provides, with emphasis added:

[0060] Referring now to Fig. 1, a high-level block diagram
illustrates a systéem for providing bandwidth sensitive data
compression/decompression according to an embodiment of the
present invention. In particular, Fig. 1 depicts a host system 10
comprising a controller 11 (e.g., a file management system), a
compression/decompression (or data compression) system 12, a
plurality of compression algorithms 13, a storage medium 14, and
a plurality of data profiles 15. The controller iracks and monitors
the throughput (e.g.. data storage and retrieval) of the data
compression  system 12  and generates cowitrol _signals  to
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enable/disable _different compression algorithms 13 when the
throughput falls below a predetermined threshold. In one
embodiment, the system throughput that is tracked by the
controller 11 preferably comprises a number of pending access
requests to the memory system.

As a yet further non-limiting example, Applicant respectfully directs the
Examiner to ¥ [0064] of the Specification that provides, with emphasis added:

[0064] In a preferred embodiment, the overall throughput
(handwidth) of the host system 10 is one facror considered by the
controller 11 _in deciding whether to use an_asymmetrical or
symmetrical compression algorithm for processing data stored 1o,
and retrieved from, the storage medium 4. Another factor that is
used to determine the compression algorithm is the type of data to
be processed. In a preferred embodiment, the data profiles 15
comprise information regarding predetermined access profiles of
different data sets, which enables the controller 11 to select a
suitable compression algorithm based on the data type. For
instance, the data profiles may comprise a map that associates
different data types (based on, ¢.g., a file extension) with preferred
one(s) of the compression algorithms 13...

One skilled in the art can reasonably conclude that the claimed “throughput of the
communication chanmel” is to be considered when “selecting the ome or more
compression algorithms” from at least these aforementioned passages in the
Specification. These aforementioned features of claims 1, 8, 21, and 28 are not to be
construed solely based upon this aforementioned passage in the Specification. Applicant
reserves the right to demonstrate that these aforementioned features of claims 1, §, 21,
and 28 can be construed based upon different passages in the Specification in the future.
Accordingly, Applicant believes at least the features of “selecting one or more
compression algorithms... based upon the determined parameter or attribute and a
throughput of a communication chamnel” as recited by independent claim 1 and as
analogously recited by claims 8, 21, and 28 are sufficiently supported by at least 9%

[0002], [0056], [0060], and [0064] of, as well as elsewhere in, the Specification to
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comply with the written description requirement. Dependent claims 2, 3,7, 9-11, and 14-
16 are likewise sufficiently supported by the Specification to comply with the written
description requirement for at least the same reasons as the independent claims from
which they depend and further in view of their own respective features. Accordingly,
Applicant respectfully requests that the rejection of claims 1-3, 7-11, 14-16, 21, and 28

under 35 U.S.C. § 112, first paragraph, be reconsidered and withdrawn.

Rejections under 35 U.S.C. § 102

Claims 1-3.6-10, 14-18. 21-25. and 28-30

Claims 1-3, 6-10, 14-18, 21-25, and 28-30 stand rejected under 35 U.S.C. §
102(e) as allegedly being anticipated by United States Patent No. 6,216,157 to
Vishwanath et al. (“Vishwanath™). Applicant respectfully traverses the rejection and
provides the following arguments to support patentability.

The Office Action indicates that “[c}laims 4, 12, 19, and 26 are objected to as
being dependent upon a rejected base claim, but would be allowable if rewritten in
independent form including all of the limitations of the base claim and any intervening
claims.” (Office Action, p. 13). Without acquiescing to the merits of this allegation and
for the purpose of advancing prosecution of this Application, Applicant has amended
independent claims 1, 8, 17, and 24 to substantially incorporate the “asymmetric” feature
that was previously recited by dependent claims 4, 12, 19, and 26, respectively, each of
which is now cancelled. The amendments to independent claims 1, 8, 17, and 24
presented herewith does not give rise to any implication regarding whether Applicant

agrees with or acquiesces to this rejection.
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Accordingly, Applicant believes that independent claims 1, 8, 17, and 24 should
be in condition for allowance. Applicant believes dependent claims 2, 3, 6, 7, 9, 10, 14-
16, 18, 21-23, 25, and 28-30 should likewise be in eondition for allowance for at least the
same reasons as the independent claims from which they depend and further in view of
their own respective features. Accordingly, Applicant respectfully requests that the
rejection of claims 1-3, 6-10, 14-18, 21-25, and 28-30 under 35 U.S.C. § 102(e) be

reconsidered and withdrawn.

Allowable Subject Matter

Claims 4. 12, 19, and 26

Claims 4, 12, 19, and 26 stand objected to as allegedly “being dependent upon a
rejected base claim, but would be allowable if rewritien in independent form including
all of the limitations of the base claim and any intervening claims,” (Office Action, p.
13). Without acquiescing to the merits of this allegation, Applicant has cancelled
dependent claims 4, 12, 19, and 26 without prejudice or disclaimer, thereby rendering
moot the objections of the same. Applicant contends that the canceling of these claims
does not give rise to any umplication regarding whether Applicant agrees with or

acquiesces to this objection.

Addition of New Claims

Claims 31-38

New claims 31-38 have been added. From the discussion above, Applicant has
traversed the rejections to independent claims 1, 8, 17, and 24. Applicant believes

dependent claims 31-38 should likewise be allowable for at least the same reasons as the

Atty.
