
DECLARATION OF WALTER ZANES 

I, Walter Zanes, declare as follows: 

1. I am a Quality Manager at Bodycote Thermal Processing ("Bodycote"), an ISO 

9001:2008 certified and leading provider of thermal processing services. I work at Bodycote's 

facility in Laconia, New Hampshire. 

2. Kenyon & Kenyon LLP retained Bodycote to perform certain heat treatments on 

nickel-titanium endodontic files. I directed and oversaw this project for Bodycote, which was 

completed at the Laconia facility. 

3. In March 2015, Bodycote received from Kenyon & Kenyon a package containing 

24 nickel-titanium endodontic files. Those files arrived in 4 containers, each containing 6 files. 

The 4 containers were in their original, unopened packaging, which indicated the files were 

ProFile®  brand, size 20, had .04 taper, and were 25 millimeters in length. Each file consisted of 

a nickel-titanium shank portion and a handle. 

4. Bodycote heat treated the shanks at the following times and temperatures:

2 25° C 75 minutes 

2 25° C 2 hours 

2 25° C 4 hours 

2 25° C 8 hours 

2 25° C 12 hours 

2 300° C 75 minutes 

2 300° C 2 hours 
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Number of Files Temperature Time 

2 300° C 4 hours 

2 300° C 8 hours 

4 300° C 12 hours 

5. All of the heat treatments were performed by placing the shanks in an air 

atmosphere in a furnace that was maintained at the indicated temperature. The furnace 

temperature was measured continuously during the treatment to ensure accuracy. After being 

treated in the furnace for the indicated times, the shanks were removed and allowed to cool at 

room temperature. Prior to heat treatment, the handles of the files were removed at the point at 

which the handles were attached to the shanks. 

6. After the heat treatment was complete and the shanks had cooled to room 

temperature, the shanks were placed in bags labeled with the temperature/time for which they 

were heat treated. Bodycote then shipped 22 of the shanks (2 shanks for each time/temperature 

combination identified in the chart above and 2 shanks that had not been heat treated), by 

overnight courier to Cambridge Polymer Group in Boston, Massachusetts.
